JAZZ SESSIONS
How to Get a Rhythm Section to “Play Nice” Together * Jeff Tower, Hemet H.S. (retired)

Explore basics of: big band rehearsal technique, swing style, rhythm section, jazz theory, and more. This
course is designed to prepare you to get a UMEA endorsed Level I Jazz Certification. Get your feet wet in
Jazz, learn the tricks of the Jazz trade, and get certified to build your resume!

UMEA Jazz Certification Course II* « Ray Smith, BYU

This class will cover more advanced jazz concepts in preparation for the Level I UMEA Jazz Certification.
A continuation of the topics listed in Course I plus more advanced jazz theory, reading chords and chord
symbols, understanding basic chord progressions, piano voicing, writing a walking bass-line, drum set-



ups, ballad playing for your featured soloist, how to comp, stylistic aspects of swing, etc. Learn
the tricks of the jazz trade, and get certified to build your resume!

*The UMEA-sponsored Jazz Certification is designed to teach and test educators on key elements of
Jazz. The course is designed to help teachers understand the concepts they teach in jazz music. Those who
successfully complete the course will receive a certificate that may be used on resumes. The Level 1
Certification is designed for teachers with limited Jazz experience or as a review for experienced Jazz
Educators. The Level 2 Certification covers similar content with more detail and depth of understanding.

Incorporating Jazz into your Jazz Band ¢ Dave Fullmer, UMEA Adjudication Chair, Timpview H.S., BYU
Teaching our students Jazz theory, improvisation, and Jazz history, will make them play better and love
Jazz more. But with so much going on, how do you fit it all in? In this class, we’ll discuss how
to integrate all these necessities into a Big Band rehearsal setting without compromising the demands of
the “performance schedule.”

Review published jazz music for your jazz band. Bring your horn and a couple of your favorite charts! Both
Jjunior high and senior high level music will be reviewed.

Frequently, students
tongue with incorrect technique, producing a heavy, unpleasant sound. This clinic will help band directors
diagnose and fix tonguing problems.

Jay L. Beck is a music specialist at the Waterford School in Sandy, Utah, where he teaches Nursery 3s
through Class II, and accompanies choirs. He is president of the Northern Utah Chapter of the American
Orff-Schulwerk Association. He has composed works for theatrical productions, piano, instrumental
ensembles, and children’s voices. He and his wife Martha have four children and reside in Alpine.

Leslie Hogan Bertram had her own music studio for 17 years and has been a regular elementary classroom
teacher for 10 years. In 2008 she won the UWABC Community Service Award for activities she does with her
class. She has a minor in music and recently completed her M.Ed., where she researched the impact of
teaching music on mathematical skills.

She currently performs with the Wasatch Winds Woodwind Quintet, and has a non-profit service
organization: Reaching Hearts Through Reading.

Debra Bonner is one of America’s leading Voice Teachers with well over 20 years experience backed by a
Masters of Music Degree in Voice Performance from the University of Michigan and a Bachelor of Arts
Degree and Bachelor of Science Degree in Voice Performance and Music Education respectively from
Kentucky State University.

As a performer, Dabczynski has played viola in the Rochester Philharmonic, the Hartford Symphony, the
Portland (Maine) Symphony, the Kalamazoo Symphony, and the Greenwich (Connecticut) Symphony
orchestras. For six years, he was a member of the Colden String Quartet, ensemble-in-residence at Western
Michigan University. He also has been an adjunct faculty member at numerous other colleges and at national
string workshops. Dabczynski has held a variety of national committee positions with the American String
Teachers Association, and is currently president-elect of the Utah chapter of that organization.

Dabczynski is co-author of the widely acclaimed comprehensive string method series, String Explorer,
published by Alfred Publishing Co. He is co-author of the groundbreaking Fiddlers Philharmonic series, also
published by Alfred. Dabczynski has been a clinician throughout the United States, Canada, Australia, New
Zealand, and Mexico. Dabcezynski, his wife Diane, a commercial vocalist, and two musical daughters live in
Provo, Utah.
